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RULES - RING EVENTS
1.   Entries will be accepted on the day of the Show. Entries will be taken at the Secretary's office. The exhibitor will be required to complete an entry card and hand the card with entry fee to the Treasurer, who will stamp the card "Paid" and return it to the competitor.  The card will be collected by the Ring Steward prior to the judging of the event.  Entry fees will not be refunded.

2.   Competitors compete at their own risk. Competitors in jumping events MUST wear an EFA approved helmet.  All persons wishing to compete at the Tamborine Mtn Show must complete a waiver form and
 lodge at the Secretary’s office.  No person shall enter the show ring before completing a waiver.     “NO  WAIVER  NO  RING  ENTRY”
3.   Competitors must be suitably dressed to compete in events.

4.   Floats must be parked and horses tethered at the direction of the Steward.

5.   No horse to be allowed in the Ring unless competing, except with the authority of the Steward.

6.   All Competitors must be ready to enter the Ring when called by the Stewards, otherwise the event will proceed without them.  It is the responsibility of the rider to inform stewards if he/she is in more than one Ring.

7.   Competitors are reminded that judging will commence at 8.30 am Saturday.

8.   The Show Society will not tolerate excessive cruelty to horses or the excessive use of spurs or the excessive use of a whip. The Ring Stewards have the power to stand down for the day anyone who contravenes this rule.

9.   All Competitors must pay to enter the grounds.

10. Prize money will be awarded at the Secretaries Office Prize money not collected on the day of show will be forfeited.

11. Protests must be in writing to the Chief Steward within half an hour of the presentation of ribbons, accompanied by a fee of $ 50.

12. Galloways to be 14 hands and not exceeding 15 hands. 

13. Stallions do not compete in hack or riding classes.  Special classes excepted.

14. All riders in Hack classes to be not less than 15 years of age, unless otherwise specified, and must be capable of exercising complete control over their horse.

15. All riders in Pony Hack classes, unless otherwise specified, and/or Junior Riding classes to be over eight years of age and under 17 years of age and must be capable of exercising complete control over their horse.

16. These Rules apply for the duration of the Show.
